I had an interesting conversation with a colleague of mine who had recently moved to Houston with
her family from Jakarta, Indonesia. With typical American arrogance, | assumed she would be in
awe and appreciative of her good fortune to live here, with a larger salary, good health care,
plentiful grocery stores, etc.. | was astonished to hear her say she was miserable. In Jakarta, she
had a cook, a nanny for each child, a housekeeper, and a driver. Here, she has to work and take
care of her family, do laundry, cook, and drive her kids everywhere. For the first time in her life, she
was having to live within a budget, and she was in the minority religion. Finding Halal meat or a
place to pray during the day only exacerbated her feeling of being overwhelmed. Now most of us
would say that’s just life in America, but it was a complete shock to her - her life had suddenly been
upended by all these new responsibilities. On the surface, she appeared to be happy, but beneath
the surface, she was drowning. | was floored. My assumption that her life must be better here was based only on my own
filters, and what | could see on the surface.

We make those kinds of assumptions all the time. At the synagogue, we make assumptions about why congregants are
coming, and why they aren’t. We often make assumptions based on only one data point — the size of the car or the fact
that the family took a trip, or the fact that someone has stopped attending services. Those filters can blind us to the fact
that someone may be in need. But we don’t always know if a person is struggling financially or emotionally, unless
someone tells us. Let us know if you need a hand or a shoulder, so we can provide strength and support.

Some of you were not able to attend the Midyear meeting in December, so | thought | would reiterate a few of the key
messages:

We have made significant strides in every aspect of our congregational life this year. We have just produced
version 1 of the SinaiVision plan, a comprehensive look at our goals and objectives for the next 3-5 years. Emily
Deakins and her committee have done a phenomenal job, and | want to thank them, and all the committee
members who contributed to it, for the wonderful work on behalf of the congregation. But we are just beginning.
Now that we have a plan, we have to prioritize and set actions which we can measure.

The Rabbi Search committee is busy with resumes and interviews. We have changed our process slightly to more
effectively screen candidates, and it is our intent to identify and invite one finalist candidate (and his/her spouse or
significant other) to meet the congregation. If the Search committee recommends and the board approves, we will
have a congregational meeting to obtain the congregation’s consent. We are hopeful that will be by February.

Craig Hoffman, our Treasurer, presented a revised view of our budget. We have tightened financial controls, and
have delved deeply into our expenses to understand and monitor them much more closely, and expenses are in
line with our budget. However, expenses are only half of our budget. Revenues are just as critical. It is important
for every congregant to make every effort meet his/her current commitment to the congregation, and if you have
the capacity, increase that commitment.

We have several opportunities for underwriting programs or special services, such as rails for the bima, and the
services of our cantorial soloist. If you are interested, please contact the Temple office.

We have several fundraisers yet to come this year — a Mah Jong tournament, a Kugel-off, and the big event in
March. Please support these fundraisers, and bring your friends and relatives. These are great opportunities to
raise money for vital programs and services.

In order to meet our goals and objectives, and to grow this congregation, we need to have the resources available
to make it a reality. It has been almost 10 years since our Capital Campaign effort to raise money for this building.
Many of the current congregants were not members and didn’t have the privilege to contribute to it. I've asked
Debbie Simon to gather a group of interested and creative people to think out of the box, to see if we can again
get a high percentage of members to participate in securing our future. | know she would appreciate any ideas or
interest in seeing this vision become a reality.



John Wojciak has agreed to be the chair of the Nominating Committee this year, and his committee represents a
cross-section of the congregation. If you would like to be considered for one of the positions on the board of
trustees, please contact John. Descriptions of the roles are available to anyone interested.

We have previously announced that Temple Sinai is to be the recipient of the ADL’'s Community of Respect
designation. We will have a special Shabbat in January with a representative of ADL to present a banner and to
recognize Temple Sinai for its achievements in promoting diversity and inclusiveness, respect and dignity for all
individuals.
