Rabbi’s Message Barry Diamond

How many glasses of wine are we to drink during the Passover Seder? (A)Four? (B) Five?
(C) I'm not sure? If you said C, you are like the rabbis who created the Seder. They were not
sure either. Really!

Each cup of wine during the Seder represents one of the promises that God makes to the
Jewish people in the Torah (Exodus 6:6-7). God says: 1) “I will remove you from Egypt”; 2) “I
will rescue you from slavery”; 3) “I will redeem you”; 4)”1 will take you out”. Some describe
these four promises as representing four distinct stages of redemption. However, if we read
these verses carefully we see that there was a fifth promise made by God: “I will bring you
unto the land.”

At one level, this last promise is straight forward. God’s promise of redemption is only
complete when we possess the Land of Israel. However, the Rabbis had a difficulty with this. Can we say that we are
truly redeemed just by living in the Land of Israel, or must we have the freedom to live our lives as we believe God
requires of us? Is it the Land itself or more importantly our ability to shape our lives?

Because the Rabbis were unable to decide, they poured a fifth cup called the Cup of Elijah. Elijah has a dual role in our
Seder narrative. First, Elijah will announce the coming of the Messiah, who is the political leader of the Jewish people,
descended from King David, and is supposed to rule over the Land of Israel as king. But Elijah has a second role which is
to answer all Jewish legal disputes that the Rabbis could not answer, one of which was, should we drink a fifth cup of
wine? Therefore, Elijah, herald of our political sovereign, will know when our redemption is complete.

In the Reform Movement, we do not think of redemption as only the state of political freedom but as a goal of improving
the lives of all people, living within the Land of Israel and without. It is impossible to ignore the economic forces that are
preventing many peoples of the world, and too many of our very own congregants, from experiencing the economic
freedom and security that characterizes a redeemed life. Even if Elijah joins us at our Seders in a few weeks and urges
us to drink the fifth cup because living in the Land of Israel is sufficient for our redemption, we would have to demur. The
world cannot be redeemed when there are so many people are still suffering today.

Through our Seders we reinforce what redemption means for the world. However, the Houston Jewish community and
Temple Sinai are going beyond the ritual of redemption. We are working towards a more complete redemption by helping
to lessen this financial crisis through offering workshops for people who feel enslaved by unemployment or under
employment. We hope you will see these efforts for what they are, our continuing attempt to create a world imbued with
economic freedom to complement our religious self-determination promised us during our Passover Seder.

President’s Message Karen Westall

“Yesterday is past, tomorrow is forever, but today is a gift. That's why they call it the present”.

My mother loves “sayings” like this one she shared with me recently. Once | teased her that she never met a platitude she
didn't like, especially her favorite, “Everything happens for a reason”. When | was young, those “truths” of hers drove me
crazy, because she typically would say them at a time when | was stressed or upset, and not inclined to hear or believe
her.

As I've grown older, | have learned that there is wisdom in those familiar words. It's difficult to believe when you're in the
midst of a crisis, such as a job loss, or a serious family illness or injury. What is interesting is that, when the crisis has
passed, you often find that life worked out in a way which took you in a new direction, or that it took a turn that led you to
see the world differently, or that you developed a new found strength in the depths of your loss. While perhaps it wasn’t
life as you anticipated, when you reflect on what has occurred and how your life has changed as a result, you can see that
in the end, some new direction or connection was forged that would not have occurred otherwise.

I've been thinking about this phenomenon lately, because | am nearing the end of my term as President. In fact, this is my
last Shofar article as President. When | began two years ago, we were in the middle of a budget crisis and had no
business plan or long term plan. At the time, things looked bleak — we were forced to add an assessment onto the dues
for the first time ever. But we engaged members in parlor meetings; we developed SinaiVision long term goals and
objectives; we strengthened our financial controls and managed our expenses in a more rigorous way; and steadily we
became healthier and more in financial control. We have much more to do to strengthen our finances, but we're moving
in the right direction.

But that wasn'’t our only challenge. Soon after | became President, our rabbi announced he was leaving. That could have
caused our congregation to become divisive or fragmented or lost, but we joined together in a transparent, inclusive and
engaging search process, and we coalesced as a congregation. When we were unable to find a permanent rabbi last
May, many were concerned we would not have a spiritual leader. That crisis turned into a gift to the congregation — Rabbi
Barry Diamond, our interim rabbi this year, who has been a warm, engaging friend, mentor, teacher, and guide through
this period. And now, after 15 months of searching, we have found the rabbi we were meant to have — Rabbi Anne
Belford. | hate to admit it - my mother was right — everything DOES apparently happen for a reason. Ultimately, | think it's
about having faith that everything will work out, somehow, because inevitably, it does.

It has been a privilege to be your President these past two years. | have been gratified by the advice, the words of
comfort, and the support I've received from many of you. I've been blessed with dedicated staff and committed trustees
and officers who care deeply about this congregation, and heartened by the spirit of family and connection that has
continued to define us as a congregation. | know you will give our next President and Board of Trustees, and our new
Rabbi, the support and engagement that have sustained and enriched me.

Religious School News - Rina Mesarwi and Pam Shaffer

As we are approaching Passover, there is an important period in Judaism which is not known to most.

This period comes between Passover and Shavuot when we count forty nine days starting on the second day of
Passover, and end on the day before Shavuot when the Torah was received. These seven weeks are called Sefirat
Ha'Omer or counting the Omer.

During this time Jews try to increase dedication to Torah, Mitzvot and spiritual growth. Shavuot is a major holiday and
one of the three Festival days on the Jewish calendar. Between Passover and Shavuot we celebrate another holiday
called Lag Ba'Omer, or the thirty third day of the Omer. Many see this day as a celebration of the hidden mystical Torah
which was received through Rabbi Shimeon Bar Yochai.

At Temple Sinai we celebrate the confirmation of our 10th grade students on Shavuot, and this year it takes place on May
28, or on Erev Shavuot. Confirmation symbolizes the students’ commitment to Jewish life and Jewish principles.

Sanctuary Temperature Control: Several members have expressed concern about the temperature in the sanctuary.
Although the thermostat is set for a comfortable temperature, there was a concern that the sanctuary may have warmer or
colder areas. A month ago, the A/C maintenance contractor checked the sanctuary with an inferred detector. He found
no hot or cold spots. Also, the A/C vents and returns were confirmed to be well designed and provide good airflow. His
best estimate on why some people were hot and some cold was that the A/C flow is strong, so those sitting directly under
an air vent would feel more air movement and therefore, possibly feel colder.

Here is her account
of what happened:

NFTY Goes to Washington

In a crowd of Jewish teenagers singing, screaming, laughing, swaying... the ultimate song session, | found myself a few
weeks ago. Now in your mind, you were probably thinking 100 maybe 150 kids, among them your closest friends. Now
think bigger, a lot bigger... say 700 teens from all over the US and Canada... that's NFTY Convention 2009, the largest
gathering of its kind in North America.

Every evening for 4 days after hours of fast paced programming, greeting best friends, and making new ones, | came
together with an incredible community of Jewish teens from all over North America and we brought down the house.

The speakers and people there--every last one was inspirational. Rabbi Yoffie the URJ President who stood up and spoke
very honestly to a group of teens, who in school are so used to being spoken at, inspired and awed us all. Ruth
Messinger, President of the American Jewish World Service, spoke on the importance of social action in all aspects of life,
and specifically in working hard down to the last moment, to succeed. Elaina Marshalek, NFTY Religious and Cultural VP,
created a vast array of moving, unique services to fit so many different people. | was able to help a little in leading one
service that focused on the “left side of the page” in Mishkan Tefillah. During this prayer renewal we wrote our own
interpretations on a few prayers. Zach Newburgh, last year's NFTY President, who was so well versed and enthusiastic,
about helped in every aspect of our meetings.

During Convention years, Asefah (the NFTY General Board meeting) is held in conjunction with Convention. This includes
several sessions on different decisions. The first meeting was the first 5 hours we spent at Convention. During this time
the new Study Theme: Bakesh Shalom v'Radaph'hu: Seek Peace and Pursue it - NFTY Studies Peace and the new
Action Theme: Kolot B'ad Hasheket: Voices for the Silent - NFTY Fights Political Injustice and Denied Civil Liberties By

resolution was passed during the meeting.

TOR (Texas Oklahoma
Region) had two regional board members, Ryan Bates and Rachel Vogel run for national positions and we are very proud
of them both.

Not only were we meeting and making decisions, we also spent our nights with some incredible people. Musical artists
Dan Nichols and Chana Rothman performed, boosting the celebration of who we are, Jewish teenagers. NFTY as a whole
has always been shaped by music and to spend the weekend with artists, who speak to us, in our many walks of life and
represent NFTY, it was simply incredible.

"NFTY Convention provided wonderful opportunities for learning and gathering hundreds of Reform Jewish teens to form
a Kehillah Kedosha, a holy community. Not only did it allow me to see Judaism from the perspectives of Jewish teens
from across North America, but the Muslim-Jewish dialogues also showed how our world is changing and evolving into a
place we can be proud of," said Missy Goldstein a teen from NFTY Southern Area Region.

Interspersed between a variety of programs and meetings, NFTYites experienced roaming and snapping shots of the
National Mall, the shock and sadness of the Holocaust Museum, and the National Museum of American History. Our most
important stop on the trip was probably, however, the one we made to a local temple, where we made up bags of kosher
meals, through the auspices of the Elijah Foundation. In one day, NFTYites, made 40,000 kosher meals, to be sent to
New York and feed the hungry. It was unlike anything I'd ever seen. W all got deep into this experience, but in a way
perhaps only NFTY would; we sang the whole time we worked.

The final stop after our long day of traveling was the Jefferson Memorial. At this point all the separate buses came
together again--that sea of people, will never stop astounding me. We sang songs, including Shalom Rav, the American
and Canadian National Anthems and much more. We spoke about the things we had accomplished during that day and
how much more we wanted to do. We also in true NFTY fashion, went a little crazy. All 700 of us, stood in one group and
did 5 or 6 takes of a jump-shot, the laughing and giggling that ensued was amazing.

Swaying with leaders, living inspiring moments, learning Torah, teaching values, dancing our hearts out, cheering with our

very souls--NFTY Convention was an experience that left me craving more and missing many. | am so very grateful for
the opportunity to represent Temple Sinai and NFTY-TOR at this fantastic and life-changing event.
