A Community of Respect
What do women in red t-shirts and cowboy boots, a group of runners, Karen Westall & Emily
Deakins, and Superman all have in common ??

There we were, all together, on June 2, 2009, in the chambers of the Houston City Council awaiting the start of the public
session and recognition by the Council and Mayor Bill White. It turns out that the women in red were all members of a 16-
year old organization who have played a key role in raising scholarship funds for children associated with rodeo activities.
The runners were promoting a greater focus on running and health in Houston. And, Karen and | were representing
Temple Sinai as a Community of Respect partner organization.

The Community of Respect (CoR) program, based on the Anti Defamation League’s successful No Place For Hate®
school-based initiative, provides the opportunity for organizations to be recognized as champions of respect and diversity.
To qualify, organizations sign a Resolution of Respect and engage in at least three activities which demonstrate
appreciation of diversity in the community. Our Temple Board was enthusiastic about our participation in the program as
it supports the Jewish values of kavod (respect) and inclusion, so central to the Temple Sinai community. We fulfilled the
program’s requirements with many activities, including:

» Congregants participating in an Interfaith Women’s Seder at Christ Church Cathedral

» Hosting of the Pines Presbyterian Church confirmation class for Shabbat services

e “Confronting Anti-Semitism” class for our post confirmation students

»  Our continued involvement with the Westside Homeless Partnership and their holiday party. WHP is a non-profit
organization that provides assistance to families on the verge of homelessness. We are the only Jewish
organization involved at the annual party. In addition to providing gifts to a needy family, we educate the WHP
families about Hanukkah with stories, art activities and games related to Hanukkah.



With nearly 100 CoR partner organizations represented, Mayor Bill White and members of the council gave a wonderful
salute to the work of the ADL and the CoR partner organizations. Almost every council member spoke to commend the
efforts of the participating organizations. Lastly, the Mayor declared the date “Community of Respect Day” in Houston.
Our certificate, signed by the Mayor is posted in our lobby area.

It was wonderful to represent Temple Sinai at this event and | am so proud that we were among the first organizations in
Houston to join this effort. We have taken a big step forward in actively demonstrating our care for the people around us
and our genuine interest in valuing and understanding differences. We are already engaged in activities which will help
us qualify for the 2009 CoR designation. | look forward to continuing this new tradition with you.

goals for 2009 - 2010 . The intent is for this year's goals to closely align with the strategy captured in SinaiVision.

Long Range Planning will be reviewing these "Progressing SinaiVision" plans and integrating them into one
comprehensive document. Synergy among the various committees is a priority so that each committee can work closely
with other committees where it makes logical sense to do so. Another priority will be to carefully channel the Temple's
resources in such a way as to maximize attendance at the various programs, events and activities that are offered and
avoid duplication of effort. The final integrated "Progressing SinaiVision" document will be published in a future edition of
the Shofar.

A vital part of Long Range Planning includes ensuring the ongoing viability and sustainability of the Temple Sinai
community, particularly from a financial standpoint. Debbie Simon is chairing the 2009 - 2010 Capital Campaign with the
support of a large group of volunteers to assist in this critical effort. Stay tuned for more information about the campaign
