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Rabbi’s Message — Anne Belford

If you haven't figured it out by now, | love Torah. | am passionate about its teachings and
take its lessons to heart. It should be no surprise, then, that | love the holiday Simchat Torah,
which literally means “The Joy of Torah.” The first traditional Simchat Torah celebration |
attended at a Conservative synagogue in Los Angeles was indeed filled with joy. When it
came time to dance with the Torahs, men and women, children and adults, danced around

1 the room in a hora with the honored Torah holders at our center. People took turns holding
our sacred scroll, passing it lovingly from one to another. Shots of liquor were placed surreptitiously on a table in the back
of the room, and as we continued in our seven “hakafot,” Torah processions, the atmosphere became even more
boisterous. It didn’t take long before our dancing spilled into the synagogue parking lot, and then into the streets. Other
synagogue celebrations nearby joined ours, and it soon felt like the entire city of Los Angeles was dancing with us,
spiraling around the Torah, keeping it at the center of our world. It was an unforgettable night.

While our Simchat Torah celebration at Temple Sinai won’t be exactly the same (no liquor in the back, no synagogues
nearby!), it will nonetheless be an unforgettable experience. This year we will have our first Open “Dor” Shabbat on
Simchat Torah, Friday, October 9" we will begin with a special Tot Shabbat service (appropriate for children 6 and
younger) at 6 PM. Then, we will all join together for a fun and casual congregational Shabbat/Simchat Torah dinner at
6:30 PM. Following this, we will celebrate Shabbat, Simchat Torah, and Consecration for our newest students at 7:30
PM. Our amazing sixth- and seventh-graders will help us lead some of the prayers during our worship. We will dance
and sing during the seven Torah hakafot, and then we will unroll the entire Torah scroll so everyone can see it in its
entirety. Last year’s B’nai Mitzvah students will read from their particular Torah portions, and as soon as we finish reading
the last words of Deuteronomy, we will begin again with the first words of Genesis.

Simchat Torah is a joyous, song- and dance-filled holiday. While we will certainly have fun, we will also join together in

remembering that the Torah—just like life—is ever-renewing; there is always something new to learn and to do. In this
New Year of 5770, may our lives always be filled with wonder at what we learn—and joy in what we do.

Shana Tova,

I hope the High Holiday period was fulfilling for all. What | most appreciate about the High Holidays is
the time to reflect. | often think back on previous holidays and remember special times. | remember
those big meals in the 1960’s surrounded by my parents, siblings, aunts, uncles and cousins, all
devouring my grandmother’s chopped liver, meatballs, and potato kugel. | remember the late 1970’s,
living in Israel on a kibbutz in the Galilee and celebrating Rosh Hashana in a mostly secular way. After
all, we still needed to get our work done — picking olives or grapefruits, assembling sprinklers in the factory or preparing
food for communal meals.

My most memorable Yom Kippur was without a doubt, in 1981, when my father and | took a stroll in the middle of the day
to pay our respects to the wife of the slain Egyptian leader Anwar Sadat and to the citizens of Egypt. For a number of
days following Sadat’s assassination, the Egyptian consulate in New York opened their doors to the public and asked
people to pay their respects by signing a memorial book. It was an important act for me and I'm so grateful for the
memory of sharing it with my father.

A few years earlier, in 1978, | was standing on a street corner in west Jerusalem, surrounded by school children, all of us
waving to Sadat’s motorcade as he made his historic visit to Israel for talks with Menachem Begin. There was such a
strong sense of hope during that time, and in the ensuing months leading up to the Camp David accords — a glimpse at
the possibility of finding a peaceful solution to the pressing issues of the Middle East.

The assassination of Sadat killed off some of that hope, and | often wonder what might have transpired had he (and other
courageous world leaders) not died by assassin’s bullets. Even with dashed hopes then and in years since, | am left
optimistic that people can change their views, can learn greater tolerance and acceptance of others, and can make strides
to bring about peaceful solutions to serious problems.



May the coming year bring forth more strong courageous global leaders who work together for the common good.

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Religious School News -
Rina Mesarwi and Pam Shaffer

In society today there is a great discussion on how to improve education and what causes the
education in the U.S to rank below the level we want it to be. Surprisingly, the issue of education
and teacher-student relations was so powerful in the Talmud and with our Rabbis. Their thoughts
were similar to today’s analysis but there was great consideration of what is the teacher role.

Maimonides, who wrote the Code of Jewish Law, had a whole section devoted to the value of teaching, the standing of
teachers in society, their relationship with their students and the difference between knowledge and education. One huge
point with Maimonides, who was a great Torah scholar, rabbi, physician and philosopher, was that teachers have to be
respected and honored. A Jew should rise before a teacher, speak respectfully, and treat him/her with greater probity
than even a parent. To go further, the Talmud states that” parents bring a child into the world but a teacher can bring a
child into the world to come, the world of spirituality, creativity, and self worth.

In Jewish life, teaching is not a well paying profession, but in a society that does not measure success only by monetary
reward, it is an honor to be called a teacher as our rabbis were called. When God is called at times “ He Who teaches
Torah to his people Israel,” teaching becomes holy work.

Maimonides teaches us that Judaism considers teacher- student relations same as parent-child relations, and teachers
should love and respect their students as though they are the students’ parents. Our rabbis thought about proper
conditions for teachers as they regarded it as the “Labor of Heaven” and placed a high value on personal dedication from
teachers.

Circle Game: Kutz Camp Memories

This summer | spent a lot of time in circles, on the floor, maybe in chairs and talking. This sounds like a rather
unremarkable way to spend a summer, but in reality, it changed me in many ways. One of the main topics discussed in
these circles was what we were doing here in this particular circle, this particular summer, in Warwick, New York, at the
North American Federation of Temple Youth (NFTY) Leadership Institute Kutz Camp?

The answers varied from the kid who wanted to do one last Jewish thing before leaving for the Marines in six weeks, to
the girl who was searching for a good community service project, like Kutz Mitzvah Corps. The goals ranged from learning
to play Jewish melodies on guitar, to spending a summer in an environment where you were pushed every day to live
Jewishly, whatever that might mean to you.

In my time at Kutz | attended Mechina (NFTY’s first of two annual general board meetings) and watched as NFTY leaders
from around North America deliberated on issues and awarded members who had done outstanding things for our ever-
growing community. There was also a lot of circle time during those four days, in which we talked about what it means to
be a NFTYite, (how Judaism plays a role in our lives), and the future of our Judaism--where we wanted it to go and how
we planned to take it there.

As the NFTY Texas Oklahoma Region (TOR) Religious and Cultural Vice President (RCVP) | was invited to spend an
additional two days in New York visiting Hebrew Union College, as well as Steven Wise Synagogue. The focus of this trip
was the importance of creating a holy space and how that means different things to different people. It was about inspiring
and leading people to their Judaism in ways that are both comfortable and meaningful to them. It's about creating a place
where people feel connected, whether that’s because they know the doors are open to everyone, or because the
melodies we sing strike a chord. It's a community that’s centered around being Jewish.

Moving from Mechina into Kutz was a peculiar feeling for the 39 regional board members who stayed to participate in
Regional Board track. Over the next three weeks, there would be much more circling up, many more tears and jokes,
laughter and exhaustion, and concentrated learning.

In Regional Board track | learned the importance of stepping back and allowing others to take the reins. In a community of
leaders it is vital that each member plays their strong suit to get along. We learned that writing a program with 15 different
people working on one project was impossible. What resulted was a multifaceted experience that embraced many diverse
view points and had participants coming away saying: that was the best program they had ever attended.

The most incredible thing | found at Kutz this summer was 197 individuals who all strived to learn and grow, so that they
would return home as stronger, more passionate leaders. In a place where there are hundreds of hands and hearts willing
to support you through anything and everything, it's nearly impossible to miss home. In a place where everyone truly
believes you have the best intentions, it is impossible not to shine. The connections | have made across North America,
Israel Hungary and Poland forms the greatest circle of all. | am but a single link in our chain of a circle that spans from
Seattle to New York, Florida to California, Texas to Israel and Poland to Canada.
