DID YOU KNOW THAT . ..

According to Lisa Katz, author of Hanukah Food Traditions for about.com,
“fried food reminds us of the miracle of the oil that burned for eight days when
the Maccabees purified and rededicated the holy Temple in Jerusalem. Potato
pancakes (latkes in Yiddish and livivot in Hebrew) and doughnuts (soofganiot
in Hebrew) are traditional Hanukah treats.

“Some rabbis have taken the explanation of why we eat fried food on Hanukah
one step further. They say that oil is like studying Torah in two ways. 1. Qil is
not a food we eat by ourselves and not necessary for our daily existence. It
simply adds pleasure to our food and life, as does the study of Torah.

2. QOil has the potential to illuminate. If you stand in a dark room you can light
oil to see the room around you. Study of Torah can also illuminate our world for

us.”

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Rabbi’s Message — Anne Belford

“Rabbi Annie,” Susie asked, “all my friends decorate their houses for Christmas!
Why can’t 1?”

“Rabbi,” Mr. Goldschwartz approached me, “my wife wants to take the kids to
celebrate Christmas with her family this year. | don’t really know how | feel about that!
What do you think?”

“Rabbi,” Mrs. Charles said, “I love Hanukah, but | hate the commercialism of the
1 holiday. How can | make it—I don’t know—more meaningful somehow?”

Susie, Mr. Goldschwartz, and Mrs. Charles are not real people—but their questions certainly are! As December begins,
we not only enter the last month of the secular year, we also enter a period of family gatherings, holidays, and—whether
we like it or not—intense commercialism. Some families have tried and true celebrations and habits, while some are still
trying to figure out how to navigate the murky waters of the December holidays. Rabbis call this the “December
Dilemma,” and the dilemma applies to all of the questions | quoted above:

How do we remain true to our Jewish identity in a largely Christian world, especially this time of year?

How can my interfaith family be “fair” to both traditions?

How can we elevate our celebrations away from commercialism and into the realm of spirituality and meaning?

Every one of us will answer these kinds of questions in a different way, but this year we can join together in sharing our
guestions, answers, and experiences on Sunday, December 6’ at 9:15 am in the Sanctuary for an Adult Education course,
“The December Dilemma.” This is the second of our three-part Adult Ed. series, “Everything You Thought You Knew
about Judaism But Forgot... Or Never Knew in the First Place.” So, how would | answer Susie, Mr. Goldschwartz, and
Mrs. Charles? You’ll have to come on December 6 to find out! | hope you can join me to share in this morning of
learning!

Preserving History

Three of my four grandparents hit the shores of America in the early part of the 20" century, hailing from
Russia and Poland. | know the names of the towns they came from: Dnepepetrovsk and Komarin in
the Ukraine, and Butchach near Lvov in Poland. | know that my mother’s father, who was born in New
York, had parents who emigrated from the Austro-Hungarian region of Europe in the late 19" century.
And, | remember visiting my dad’s parents in Tel Aviv when | was 4 years old after they made aliyah to
Israel from the U.S. But I'm sorry | don’t know more of the family history, the stories, the lore. | regret not having spent
more time with my grandparents and Dad when they were all alive, asking the right questions and listening to their
wisdom.

Where are your grandparents and parents from? What are your families’ stories?

On Wednesday November 11, we heard about 13 different immigrant families from Steven Roberts, as he discussed his
new book From Every End of This Earth. Professor Roberts shared some of the histories of the families and reminded us
of the importance of knowing our own family experiences, and preserving them as a gift to share with future generations.
This message is especially poignant for many of us as we see our parents aging. We can imagine the eventual loss of
the first-hand, source data about our families - many of them tales of immigration - and feel critical knowledge slipping
through our fingers.

So, it's perfect timing and quite serendipitous that an upcoming Temple Sinai Adult Education program will provide
guidance on Jewish Genealogy — teaching us methodology to trace and better document our family histories and
ancestry. Taught by Temple Sinai’s very own David Simon, this is a perfect follow up to the November 11 event and will
provide us a great start in discovering, appreciating and preserving our family stories. | look forward to seeing you then —
December 8, 7-9 p.m.

Each year we hear from parents about students who are confused during winter break when there
is so much going on. Christmas songs are heard everywhere; pictures of Santa are in stores; the
neighbors are wishing Merry Christmas, and sometimes even the schools celebrate this holiday.
What should you do when children ask why their friends celebrate Christmas and they don’t?

Try to explain to children that not everyone celebrates Christmas, but they should be respectful to other’s faiths. Make it
clear that Hanukah is a Jewish holiday and Christmas is not. This is a good time to discuss diversity with children, to do
tzedakah and help others. Make sure your child understands that Hanukah is the celebration of keeping our faith alive
and passing it on from one generation to the other.

Interfaith couples who raise a Jewish child might have additional issues to address when a child asks questions about the
winter holidays. Here are some ideas for December dilemmas: Let your child know of the respect you share for each
other’s faith and tradition. Choose activities that celebrate the family and unite it. Celebrate with extended family
members. Recognize the needs of the other partner and reassure your child so he or she feels safe and less confused.
Most of all celebrate with your child, and make sure he or she understands what you are celebrating.
