Since that time, we have chosen to honor our 
son’s memory by not only supporting the temple, but also 
MADD (Mothers Against Drunk Drivers).  We walk every 
year, raise funds, and do our part to bring awareness of 
the severity of drunk driving.   
 
I have traveled all over Houston with MADD Director 
Bridget Anderson to tell Todd’s story. As of May 9, I have 
addressed 8,000 kids encouraging them to make good 
decisions, do NOT drink and drive, have fun in the 
summer keeping safety as the priority, put others first, 
save a life!  
 
Here are some statistics to consider. One out of three 
people will be killed by a drunk driver. Texas is number 1 
in the nation for under-age drinking fatalities and Harris 
County is number 1 in the state. 
 
For those who either participated or donated to the May 1 
Walk Like MADD,  I am grateful and acknowledge your 
contribution in the Honorable Menschens section of this 
Shofar edition, for each of you is truly honorable and 
indeed, a mensch!

Like bookends, two rabbis stand at each end of my 
life. First the rabbi of my childhood and teen years, 
Rabbi Harold Saperstein.  Now, the rabbi of my later 
years, Rabbi Annie. Of course there were others 
between these two and all possessed countless 
qualities – kindness, wisdom, humor, scholarship, 
and much more.    

 
But there is another rabbi with whom I encountered several years ago--one summer I was searching for light 
summer reading and I discovered the beloved Rabbi David Small, the Jewish Sherlock Holmes. Maybe some 
of you know of him, having read the novels from Harry Kemelman’s series of Rabbi Small detective stories. 
These include the days of the week in their titles, e.g., Monday the Rabbi Took Off and Tuesday the Rabbi 
Saw Red.  When Kemelman completed the seven days of the week and readers thought that that ended the 
Rabbi Small books, they complained.  Readers wanted more so the author gave them more, such as The 
Day the Rabbi Resigned, to name one of the other books in the series. 
 
Rabbi Small speaks his mind, no matter what his congregation or Board may say. He thinks analytically, 
rationally, and uses his rabbinical know-how to solve mysteries. Not only does the reader follow detective 
work based on Small’s Talmudic scholarship, but also, you will follow the functioning of a Synagogue and the 
life of a Jewish community.
